I.       Welcome & Call to Order, Ted Creech.

II.       Roll Call 
III.       Approval of Minutes from the meeting on April 2, 2015
· Joey Avery made the motion to approve the minutes, Ben Spearman 2nd the motion.  There was no further discussion, all members voted in favor and the minutes were approved.    
IV.       Presentation by Smart 911   
V.       Meeting the Strategic Plan Team – L.R. Kimball  
· Sherri Bush introduced herself and the staff of L.R. Kimball; Sara Weston – Project Manager, Wendy Day – Policy Consultant, R.D. Porter.  Sara spoke about her history with L.R. Kimball, and that she has worked with Wendy and R.D. before on similar “state plan” projects.  She explained a little bit about the project, the different aspects, unique challenges, etc. and mentioned she would go into greater detail about strategy at the kick off meeting scheduled for later that afternoon.  After Sara gave a brief overview of the project, Wendy and R.D. introduced themselves and explained their roles with L.R. Kimball.  David Morrison added that L.R. Kimball would be doing several Town Hall type meetings throughout the state and that the PSAP community participation was crucial to the success of the strategic plan.  He encouraged everyone to attend at least one of the meetings.   
VI.       Air Conditioning Units dedicated to 911 equipment rooms 
· David Morrison explained that the RFA E911 Office has recently been receiving requests from PSAPs who have a dedicated 911 server room to allow reimbursement for A/C units that are used solely for the dedicated server rooms.  He explained having a separate A/C unit is like a backup generator or a UPS system and that the server rooms get so hot if the equipment overheats it can fail.  Linda Mitchell (Union Co.) explained a situation at her PSAP that had happened where a separate A/C unit dedicated to the server room became necessary.  David added that he’s seen instances lately where PSAPs have purchased new equipment and a separate A/C unit is a requirement whereas before it wasn’t an issue.  Joey Avery made a motion that the Committee vote to recommend to the RFA Board for the approval of A/C units dedicated solely for the purpose of 911/dispatch dedicated server rooms.  Jim Lake 2nd the motion.  All members voted in favor and the motion passed.  David Morrison agreed to update the Committee on the status of the motion after the next RFA Board meeting.             

VII.        Other Items and Questions 
· Ben Spearman spoke that he had participated in a meeting on First Net a couple weeks ago and there was some discussion that greatly concerned him about trying to move a lot of circuits and associated equipment over to a government type entity or “domain” thus not paying 911 charges and other type fees.  Ted Creech asked who from South Carolina was working or coordinating First Net, Ben answered Bob Stedman.  Neil Baxley mentioned that he was in the same meeting and also had concerns and thought it would be a good idea to invite Mr. Stedman to the next CMRS meeting.  Ted asked David if he would please arrange that.

· Joey Avery made motion to adjourn, Jim Lake 2nd the motion.  All members voted in favor and the meeting was adjourned.
