I.       Welcome & Call to Order, Ted Creech.

II.       Roll Call 
III.       Approval of Minutes from the meeting on May 19, 2015
· Ben Spearman made the motion to approve the minutes, David Morrison 2nd the motion.  There was no further discussion, all members voted in favor and the minutes were approved.    
IV.       Welcome New Members  
· Frank Rainwater explained that RFA was in the process of updating the members on the CMRS Committee with restructuring.  With restructuring, the RFA Executive Director or his designee will represent RFA on the CMRS committee, and Frank has appointed David Morrison to serve.  Frank still has one other appointment to make and the requirement is that he has to appoint someone with knowledge of E911 knowledge or technology.  He asked the audience if anyone knows of an individual who fits that description he’d be glad to take any suggestions.  In addition, he’s had contact with the Governor’s Office and they are in the final stages of making the last two appointments to the committee.  Those people are Jack Maguire and Dent Adams (in attendance sitting in the audience).  Frank said they were welcome to comment on anything today but cannot vote until next month when hopefully they will be official members of the committee.  Ted Creech thanked Frank for the update and welcomed both Dent and Jack.  
V.       Update on Strategic Plan 
· R. D. Porter started with thanking the host sites for the town hall meetings stating they had a great turnout with a very diverse group.  He added that the community would like to have more of these meetings in the future to share information and that the content/feedback received from the meetings varied.  L. R. Kimball has compiled all the information from those meetings and forwarded to David Morrison.  Of the surveys they sent out, in total they received about a 70% response which is excellent.  They received a lot of good information and moving forward, they are in the process of compiling all of the data to conclude a 5 year strategic plan.  They have a good idea about what the folks in South Carolina are looking for and they are putting the plan together at this time.  Ben Spearman asked R. D. if there was a major “theme” heard throughout the town hall meetings and survey responses.  R. D. stated that sustaining funding was the greatest concern for NextGen to move forward.  He added that there were considerable discussions throughout the state referencing the GIS environment since GIS will be the foundation for the whole process.  Josh Morton asked if those PSAPs who had not yet completed their survey’s yet, was it too late to submit at this stage of the process.  R. D. answered that until the final draft was completed and submitted to the committee for consideration and approval, they would continue to take any surveys.  In order to get a legitimate cost analysis, they plan to do some averaging of the data they did get, preform a statistical analysis and take those averages and plug them in based on size and population of the counties they did not get a response from.   Ted Creech wanted to discuss the timeline starting from the end date, which is October 22, 2015 when the RFA Board meeting will be held and the strategic plan will be presented as well as the recommendation for the wireless fee for 2016.  September 15th is the next CMRS Advisory Committee meeting where the committee will approve (with any changes) the strategic plan so it can be forwarded to the RFA Board for their consideration.  David added that the draft of the strategic plan will be shared with the community before the meeting on 9/15/15.  R. D. added that L. R. Kimball would have the draft completed and forwarded to RFA no later than September 8th and likely sooner.                   

VI.       Calculation of the Wireless Fee for 2016 
· Ted stated this agenda item was simply for informational purposes and extended a reminder to all PSAPs to please get their data in ASAP.  Response thus far has been poor.  Ted reiterated that as a community, we need to step up and over the next couple of weeks and get the data into the RFA office.  David asked that everyone have their data in prior to the next meeting, end of August would be better.    
VII. Other Items and Questions
· Ted mentioned that we’re coming into a busy season for the CMRS Committee and that he appreciated all the input and thanked everyone for being with them today.  

VIII.  Adjournment

· Ben Spearman made the motion to adjourn, David Morrison 2nd the motion.  All members voted in favor and the meeting was adjourned.
