SUBJECT:  Minutes of SC CMRS Emergency Telephone Advisory Committee Meeting
ATTENDEES:  Committee Members – Jim Lake - PSAP Rep., David Morrison - RFA, Jack Maguire - Consumer Rep. 1. Jim Lake, CMRS Committee Chairman, welcomed everyone and took roll call.
2. Approval of the minutes from the meeting on February 19, 2019. 
~ Ted Creech made a motion to approve the minutes, Jack Maguire 2nd the motion.  All members voted aye in favor and the minutes were approved. 
3. Committee Membership – New Members
~ Two committee appointments will expire June 30 of this year, Joey Avery (PSAP Rep) and Ted Creech (Wireless Rep).  Jim Lake (PSAP Rep) informed the Committee he would be resigning from his current appointment effective June 30 as well.  These changes will result in one WSP and two PSAP vacancies that need to be filled for the next term beginning July 1.
~ If legislation passes this year, the committee makeup will expand to include two additional PSAP appointments recommended by APCO/NENA, a county official recommended by the SC Association of Counties, and a GIS expert (likely the new State GIS Coordinator) appointed by the RFA Executive Director.  These four additional appointments would also need to be filled for the new term beginning July 1.  
~David Morrison encouraged anyone interested in filling these vacancies to contact their local APCO/NENA representatives or the SC Association of Counties.

~Ted Creech announced he is retiring effective May 31, 2019 and will not attend the June 2019 CMRS Committee meeting.    

4. Legislative Update
~ Bill H.3586 passed through the House and currently resides with the Senate.  The next step in the approval process is review by the Senate Judiciary Committee, but no review date has been set at this time.   
5. RFP Status
~ Shortly after the pre-solicitation meeting was held, the procurement officer assigned to the RFP resigned.  The RFP has been assigned to a new procurement officer who is currently reviewing the draft proposal.  RFA staff are tentatively scheduled to meet with him the first week in April.      
6. National 911 Grant Program
~ The SC 911 Grant application was submitted March 19, 2019, almost a month prior to the deadline, to allow time to respond to any questions or clarification requests from the granting agency.  

7. Other Items and Questions 
~Ted Creech asked for an update on the wireless 9-1-1 fund balance.  David Morrison reported the balance fluctuates due to reimbursement schedules, among other things.  Overall, however, the balance has increased slightly from previous levels.

~Dent Adams inquired on Wireless Call Volume data & Cost Recovery submissions.  RFA staff reported that both were consistent and running smoothly with no issues at this time.  

~Jim Lake asked for a 5-year estimate on the reimbursement rate projections.  David reported that under the current fiscal model, the rate should remain at 80% through 2021, at which point it would drop to 70%.  The fiscal model will be updated once the RFP is issued and we have actual figures on the ESInet.  This estimate is also contingent upon the RFA Board increasing the Wireless fee to $0.64 in October.               

8.  Adjournment   
   ~ With no further business pending, Dent Adams made the motion to adjourn, Ted Creech 2nd the motion.  All voted aye, and the meeting was adjourned.
